Action Items Currently In Process:
1. Note is made to ask Ernest Pargas if it has been written into the new Chief of Police contract that being a part of the SCPC and present at meetings is mandatory.

2. Find out if both Socorro County Prevention Coalition and Juvenile Justice Board assessments can be put on the Socorro Consolidated Schools website as well as new YRRS data.

3. A resource directory on the Socorro Consolidated Schools website that gives direction to substance abuse treatment and solutions available is also needed.

5. Ask about the Mayor’s Drug Task force to see if it would be a viable group to act as the Rx subcommittee or if it would support/endorse their plan (once in place) or if they want to participate in the planning process

6. Tobacco Licenses Tax (this was brought up at a SCOPE meeting)
After going to the OSAP meeting. It was talked about trying to implement merchants that sell tobacco products having to have a license to sell. I asked that Socorro could consider doing this. By the end of October New Mexico will be the only state that does not require a license to sell tobacco products. Right now we have 16 stores that sell tobacco products, that the state knows about, so if the license cost $500. Then Socorro could use that money $8,000.00 towards prevention efforts in our County.
